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Fire Dues Self-Certification Process Begins Jan. 11%

The 2% Fire Dues Self-
Certification Process will
run from January 11 —
March 31, 2016. This year
the goal is to complete the
self-certification process by
March 15, 2016.

During the time period, both
fire chiefs and municipal
clerks must complete the
self-certification forms on-
line through use of the
Wisconsin’s Fire Program

On-line System.

Failure to complete the self-
certification form by either
the chief or the municipal
clerk will result in an on-site
audit of the fire department
and may lead to the loss of
2% Fire Dues funds.

Each Chief and Clerk
should check their user
accounts to ensure that there
will be no delay in
accessing the system once
the self-certification forms
are available for
completion.

When logging into the
Wisconsin’s Fire Program
On-line System, both chiefs
and clerks are asked to
verify the information
displayed and change any
information that should be
updated.

Several new fields have
been added to the fire
department information
screens. Amongst the new
fields are: number of
inspections on the Lead

Inspector’s page, the NFIRS
contact, and the Fire
Department organization
type on the Fire Department
page.

As part of the Annual Fire
Department Update, Chiefs
are asked to complete their
updates by February 1.

Following the successful
submittal of all updated fire
department information, the
annual Deputy Cards and
Fire Inspector Identification
Cards can be printed
directly from the fire dues
application.

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Aftermarket Self Contained Breathing Apparatus
(SCBA) Cylinders Violate OSHA Standards

Recently it has come to our
attention that vendors are
offering non-manufacturer
aftermarket Self Contained
Breathing Apparatus (SCBA)
cylinders for sale.

Based upon SPS 332.15,
which adopts the
Occupational Safety and
Health Administration’s
(OSHA) Respiratory
Standard, 29 CFR 1910.134, it
is our position that the use of
these aftermarket SCBA
cylinders voids the National
Institute of Occupational
Safety and Health (NIOSH)
certification, and thus violates
the Occupational Safety and
Heath Administration’s
(OSHA) Respiratory
Protection Standard. The basis
for our opinion is summarized
here and supporting
documentation is provided on
our website.

NIOSH certifies respirators in
conjunction with the
Respiratory Protection
Standard. As found in section
29 CFR 1910.134(d)(ii), “The
employer shall select a
NIOSH-certified respirator.
The respirator shall be used in
compliance with the
conditions of its certification.”
One of the conditions of the
NIOSH certification is that the
respirator is certified as a
complete unit. While the
certification documentation
uniquely identifies each
respirator component, the
components are not
themselves individually
certified.

Currently, when respirator
manufacturers submit for
NIOSH certification they
utilize their brand name
components, even if such
components are manufactured

by a third party. Thus when
purchasing aftermarket
components such as air
cylinders, the part number
identified in the NIOSH
certification must be used.

Until such time as NIOSH
revises its respirator
certification process to
include certification of
individual components, we
will view the use of non-
manufacturer aftermarket
respirator parts as a violation
of the Respiratory Protection
Standard. Additional
information and references
can be found on our Fire
Prevention Forms and
Publications webpage under
the Publications section.

Debunking NFIRS Reporting Myths:
A Few Invalid Reports is No Big Deal

Many departments are under
the impression that the
occasional invalid incident
report is no big deal.
Unfortunately, this couldn’t be
further from the truth.
Wisconsin has over 800 fire
departments, if each
department believes that even
one invalid report each month
does not hurt anything, we
suddenly have 800 invalid
incidents within a month’s
time, 2,400 invalid incidents
for the quarter, and 9,600
invalid incidents within a year.

Since invalid incidents cannot
be released for

inclusion in state and
national statistics, we
potentially have 9,600
incidents from Wisconsin
alone that cannot be used to
show trends, justify needed
expenditures at the local,
state, and national level,
justify necessary recalls, or
illustrate needed code
changes.

As of November 30,
Wisconsin fire departments
have reported 8,001 invalid
incidents for 2015, and there
are still 12,383 invalid
incidents remaining to be
corrected from 2014, 12,536

invalid incidents from 2013,
and 6,465 invalid incidents
from 2012.

Nationally, the goal is to
have Zero invalids in 2015 so
we have just over six months

to correct 8,001 incidents. Afew invalid

incident reports is a
BIG deal as it effects
everyone’s ability to
use the NFIRS data.

It is never too late to correct
an invalid incident. Anytime
invalid incidents should be
deleted from the system,
please contact your NFIRS
Program Manager for help
with either the deletion of the
incident or in discussing the
cause of the invalid status.

According to the released
incidents from 2010 — 2014,
there have been four building
fires in which the first item
ignited was indicated as a
Christmas Tree (Fire
Module, Section D3 — Item

First Ignited, code 41) and
45 fires in which the first
item ignited was a
decoration (Fire Module,
Section D3 — Item First
Ignited, code 42).

During the same time period,
2010 — 2014, there were a
total of 244 fires attributed to
a candle as the heat source
(Fire Module, Section D2 —
Heat Source, code 66)

NFIRS Fun Facts'
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A fire is reported every 28 seconds.

An incident report is added to the NFIRS database every 1.3 seconds.

More than 23,000 fire departments reported during the year.
From the time you started reading these facts, 16 incident reports were
added to the database.
